 DISHWASHER SAFETY
Check out a few helpful tips from our Maintenance Team!

1. Place sharp items, like knives, with points down in the utensil
basket.

2. Carefully place glassware to prevent breaking/chipping.

3. Avoid overloading. Crowing glasses and plates can cause them
to chip or break (and they won’t get clean either).

4. Allow the machine to cool before reaching in to prevent burns
from the steam.

5. After loading or unloading the dishwasher, close the door, so
others won’t fall over it.
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
